PROSPECTUS AND ADMISSION FORM

1.OBJECTIVE:

With a view to meeting important developmental and human resource needs particularly in the backward North Bengal region where several forms of social and economic inequality continue to prevail and development needs are strongest in rural areas, the proposed PGDRDEE course is intended specifically to

sensitise, orient and develop highly trained manpower resources for meeting the specialized personnel needs of public administration, development institutions and the voluntary sector

develop strong capacity-building and manpower-training services which the University can deliver through Department of Lifelong Learning & Extension (DLLE) to meet the emerging rural development and social welfare needs in North Bengal.

The introduction of the interdisciplinary PGDRDEE course at Department of Lifelong Learning & Extension (DLLE) will allow the University of North Bengal to deploy its academic resources in an innovatory manner that closely meets the developmental aspirations of the rural population of North Bengal, in fulfillment of the mandate carried by the University.

Minimum qualification:

Graduate (10+2+3) in any discipline from a recognized University.

Course Fee: Rs.8, 000/- only, payable in two equal installments (1st installment at the time of admission and 2nd installment payable before enrolment in the 2nd semester).

Examination Fee: Rs.500/-per semester.

XII.RULES FOR REGISTRATION / MIGRATION CERTIFICATE:
The candidates who have obtained their Graduate/ Postgraduate Degrees of North Bengal University and have not migrated to any other University will be required to mention the Registration No. along with the session. Candidates who are from outside North Bengal University shall be required to submit Migration Certificate in Original at the time of enrolment. Otherwise the enrolment shall remain as provisional up to two months, after which the University reserves the right to cancel the enrolment without any financial liability on its part.

XIII.MODE OF PAYMENT:

All payments should be paid through a crossed Demand Draft drawn in favour of the University of North Bengal payable at State Bank of India, N.B.U. Campus Branch. Payments may also be paid in cash in the Cash Counter of the University Finance Branch. All fees shall ordinarily be paid in one installment at the time of enrolment. Additional fees, if any, are to be paid at the time of filling up of the examination forms. Fees may be paid in two installments, the second one before enrolment for the Semester I Examination, in cases of financial distress but on application and prior approval.
