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GENERAL

The University and its mission:

The University of North Bengal was established by an Act of the Legislature of
West Bengal in 1962 with the mission “to encourage and provide for instruction for
teaching, training and research in various branches of learning and course of study; to
promote advancement and dissemination of knowledge and learning and to extend higher
education to meet the growing needs of society.”

The University of North Bengal campus covers an area of nearly 331 acres of land
at the foothills of high Himalaya in close proximity of vast plains around it with a
fascinating glimpse of the Kanchenjunga peak, tea gardens and forest cover.

The University of North Bengal has acquired 36.138 acres of land and has set up
another campus at Jalpaiguri by the side of the campus of Jalpaiguri Government
Engineering College for widening the dimension and scope of Higher Education and
Research in one more Centre for Higher Education through modern studies for spreading
advancement of learning in various branches of Humanities, Science and Technology in
order to reach the people of this region in a bigger way so that they can have better and
easier access to Higher Education.

The University of North Bengal, since its inception in 1962, has been fulfilling the
objectives of imparting higher education and research to the people of this socio-
economically backward area of the country. With the global advancement and
requirements in the arena of higher education and research, the University has shouldered
the responsibility of dissemination of knowledge by judicious expansion of its role in
advanced, non-conventional, applied and job-oriented fields keeping the quality of
education at par with global standards at low cost.

THE NOTABLE ACTIVITIES

Academic Activities:

The University has a host of programmes which enables it to invite scholars and
researchers of Eminence from within India as well as from abroad to visit the University
interact with students, teachers and researchers to add to the knowledge base of the
University.

The University’s mission is of social inclusion. The University has been finding out ways
of tapping the resources and actualizing the region’s potential and taking initiatives for the
benefit of the under privileged people of the region. Departments and Centres are involved
in imparting knowledge and life skills. They are also instrumental in archiving and
preserving folklore, language and culture of communities that have been facing the threat
of extinction in our era of globalization.

33 Professors of various Universities have visited different departments of our University
and delivered lectures during this session.

09 Teachers visited foreign countries and 176 Teachers participated in National
Conferences.

Teachers of various departments of the University have published more than 350 books
and articles / papers / journals in refereed National and International Journals.

23 departments of the Arts, Commerce and Law faculty as well as of Science Faculty have
organized 92 nos of Seminars and Workshops during this year 2018-2019. Total number of
ongoing project in session 2018-2019 is 40.

Other Important Activities:

The Akshaya Kumar Maitreya Heritage Museum of North Bengal University has received
8 numbers of artifacts during the period of 2018-2018. Scholars from different parts of
India and other countries now visit the Museum. More than 7550 visitors were come to the
Museum. The Akshaya Kumar Maitreya Heritage Museum of North Bengal University has
received one Hunko Donated by Sarwasati Basak during the period of 2018-2019. Apart
from this, they have organized three seminars.

The Centre for Studies in Local Languages and Cultures has organized four National and
International Seminars cum Workshops, Cultural Programmes and Folk Festivals
throughout the year. The faculty from Centre for Studies in Local Languages and Cultures
attended ten seminars.

UGC Human Research Development Centre organized and conducted 04 Orientation
Programmes for newly appointed College/University Teachers and 09 Refreshers Courses
for serving Teachers in this region and 03 Short-term Courses for Officers, Principals and
Non-teaching Staff.

In this year 2018-2019 six numbers of construction and development work is in progress in
the campus of the University of North Bengal from the State Government, RUSA, UGC &
University fund.

Our University Library speaks volumes regarding the academic pursuits of our University.
Total number of documents added in this year is 884. 1784 numbers of retrospective
Theses &650 numbers of Rare Books have been converted into digital format. During the
period, library has up-graded itself considerably. The details are:

The whole Campus encompassing all the academic &administrative buildings and the
hostels are provided with 24X7 internet facility at several static points with fiber optic
back bone network mounted at the Server Room of the Computer Centre. All the Research
Scholars (Men and women) and PG hostels (Boys and Girls), are also covered under the
Campus Wi-Fi facility.

With the entire support from the RUSA fund, this Computer Centre of the University, had
managed to host its state of art IBM cluster computing facility. The academic cross section
with demand for high speed computing facility is benefitted with this.

USIC supplied 564 litres of Liquid Nitrogen to various department/research centre under
the faculty of Science, using centralized Liquid Nitrogen Plant (StirLITE Liquid Nitrogen
Plant of Stirling Cryogenics, DH Industries BV, Netherlands) purchased from RUSA
grant.

In session 2018-2019, the Scanning electron microscope SEM- Jeol make- JSM-IT100 was
successfully installed which is provided as replacement by JEOL against the SEM
(JSM6510, Jeol). The same was successfully installed at USIC and 375 samples were
analyzed using the installed SEM.

In this year 2018-19 University Press has completed 250 indents and during these
period University Press has earned around Rs. 24.67 Lakh.

3601 number of Patients examined at the Health Centre and total earning from the services
at the Clinical Pathology Laboratory were Rs 84,791/- from 4905 sample testing.

Controller of Examination has to conduct 67 types of examinations annually, thereby,
catering to around 1,23,543 students per year.

The Department of Mathematics is co-ordinating the Mathematical Olympiads and related
training programmes for high school students, Madhava Mathematics Competition for
undergraduate students in affiliated colleges.

Social Responsibilities:

Beside teaching and research, we are not running behind in associating ourselves to cater
to the social needs and responsibilities.

The students of the department of Mathematics organized a Blood Donation Camp on 12"
April, 2018 where 222 units of blood have contributed.

The Centre for Women’s Studies has organized one Refresher Courses (from 05.02.2019-
to 25.02.2019), one Short Term Courses, one workshop, One seminar, Celebrated
International Women’s Day on 8" March, 2019 and organized one special lecture.



The students of the Department of Mass Communication are making short films/
documentaries, preparing advertisements, house journals to mention a few. Students’ Film
Festival BIOSCOPE 2019 was organized for the very first time.

The university team secured the 2™ Position in the All India Inter University Table Tennis
(Women) Tournament 18-19 organized at. S.R.M. university, Chennai during 16" to 18"
February, 2019 and obtained 4™ position in All India Inter University Table Tennis (Men)
held at Gitam University, A.P during 6" to 8" August.

Many types of Crop have been planted in the year 2018-2019 by the Centre of Floriculture
and Agri-Business Management (COFAM). The centre has also organized fifteen training
programmes / awareness programmes in which 813 participants participated.

Introduction of the Department: The Centre for Adult Continuing & Extension, University
of North Bengal commenced functioning from August, 1987 with financial assistance received
from the University Grants Commission. The Centre was upgraded into an academic
department in April 2005 under the UGC Tenth Plan Guidelines and the name was eventually
modified as Department of Adult Continuing Education, Extension & Field Outreach

Approx two thousands farmers have been trained during 2018-19, all of them were from
four blocks of SiliguriMahakumaParishad under Darjeeling District. Beneficiaries have
been selected by the DRDC (District rural development cell) of the SMP. The host agencies
were CADC, Cent-Rseti, District Horticulture Department, Block Agriculture office, these
training program have been organized with financial aid from state government schemes
for farmers welfare. Among them, women farmers’ participation was higher than
farmers.

COFAM is playing an instrumental role to bring back maximum number of
deprived farmers especially women self help group in the mainstream society and thus
making them self-reliant by skilling them with innovative agriculture practices which yield
more in short duration of time as compared to traditional chemical based method. We
have introduced high value cash crops like Strawberry, capsicum, lettuce, broccoli, cherry
tomatoes, Pak-choy, Basil, Early cauliflower; etc which does not require huge capital but
gives high return. These organically produced crops have high demand in the urban areas
and also fetch high revenue for the farmers , keeping this in view, COFAM has been
Organizing a “the Sunday hat” on every Sunday from 10 am to 2 pm without any middle-
men to bridge the gap between the farmers and consumer since January 2019.
